What an awesome Easter Day! The youth service
was fantastic. This was followed by a super delicious and
plentiful breakfast and then the Easter Celebration in the
Family Life Center. Thank you to everyone who helped
make this Easter one to be remembered — practicing for the
services, preparing the breakfast and helping to set up and
take down tables, chairs, platforms, sound system and
move musical instruments back and forth.

Total attendance was near or over 350 if you count
those who attended both services only once. Praise God!
But now that Easter is over what next? After the joyful mu-
sic has faded and the uplifting story of the risen Christ has
been told, do we simply go back to the normal routines of
our lives? Or has Easter changed our perspective on God
and how we are called to serve?

Long ago the first Easter was an awesome day too.
When the women discover that the tomb of Jesus was
empty and that he had risen from the dead, they were filled
with overwhelming joy. Their friend and savior was not
dead after all. The tears of Good Friday were wiped away.
A new day and era were beginning. The life of the first
disciples would never be the same again.

After the first Easter things did not go back to nor-
mal. Because Jesus was raised the future was bright with
hope. But life would not be easy and pain free. The disci-
ples still faced the same hostile environment that led to the
crucifixion. Faithfulness to Jesus as the risen Lord and
Savior would be considered illegal and unacceptable for
nearly 300 years under the thumb of Roman persecution
and hostilities from religious leaders. Exercising one’s
faith in Jesus Christ required great courage and boldness. If
the resurrection of Jesus was amazing so too was the faith
demonstrated by his followers who persevered against great
odds. In the end their witness and that of others like them
that inspired and built the church through the ages is the
reason we are able to celebrate Easter every year.

We can be thankful that we do not live in an envi-
ronment as hostile to Christ as long ago. The temptation
back then was to abandon one’s faith and play it safe. To-
day we face the same temptation but for a different reason.
We are not threatened with death. We are not over-
whelmed by fear but by the lure of the world around us.
The values of the first Christians who followed Jesus by
loving their neighbors including enemies and showing
mercy for the suffering, didn’t fit in with the values of the
culture back then. Today we often fit in too well. Thus,
the pleasures of the moment and the desire to go along with
crowd in order to get along threaten our faith. We find our
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comfort and strength by blending in with the world. In
contrast the first Christians were comforted by the power
of God from beyond the world.

With the resurrection of Jesus God took away the
power of death over life. “Where, O death is your vic-
tory? Where, O death is your sting? (I Cor 15) On Easter
God unbinds us from the fear of losing ourselves. We are
set free to live for God’s purpose now because our place in
glory is already promised.

It was this kind of faith that gave the first Chris-
tians the courage to stand against ruthless dictators and
endure painful public scorn in order to do God’s will. It
was this kind of faith that our forbearers dared to spread
the gospel from town to town and land to land until it en-
compassed the earth. It was out of this faith that great
generosity and sacrifice were shown to help the lowly, to
heal the sick, feed the hungry, and rescue those trapped in
the dungeons of sin and death. Easter was not a reason to
sit back and take it easy. Instead it was the reason to ven-
ture out and do all they could to serve God’s mission in
Jesus Christ.

“For God so loved the world that he gave his only
Son so that everyone who believes in him may have eternal
life. Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to
condemn the world, but in order that the world might be
saved through him.” (Jn 3:16-17)

Now that Easter 2011 is over what next? What
difference does the gospel mean for your life and mine?
There are many ways we can serve God. The Sunday
School needs teachers to help the young learn the basics of
Christian faith. Local missions like Kumler ministries or
Habitat for Humanity need volunteers. In vital churches
members are eager to share their gifts and graces in wor-
ship, prayer, study and leadership roles. We can give gen-
erously from our pocket books so the light of Christ will
shine brightly all around and draw others into relationship
with him as their savior and lord.

Easter Sunday 2011 is now over, but the spirit of
Easter lives on. It is exciting to anticipate what God can
do through our faithful service because the future belongs
to God.

“Thanks be to God who gives us the victory
through our Lord Jesus Christ.” (I Cor 15)
