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Greetings to you from outer Mongolia!

Yes, spring has arrived and perhaps quickly we will experience summer weather. The icy walkways are clear.
Now, finally, the trees have leaves, the little wild iris are blooming, the weeds are green, and the dandelions and
sakura have given us some beauty to enjoy. I am now trying to control myself and NOT go over to the kindergar-
ten next door and pick their lilacs, which should be in full bloom soon. They are so beautiful! We are sadden to
see photos of tornadoes in the U.S., as well as the natural man-made disasters in the other parts of the world.
Hope you are all safe and doing well, now. BBC network brings us all the important news, plus some other news,
too.

Summer Mission News:

Our second mission team has come and gone, and provided medical check-ups for people in our four UMC
churches in Ulaanbaatar, plus the #110 Detention Center (300 inmates), as well as for neighbors of the Chingeltei
UMC Center. The total number of mission teams will be 8 this summer from April to September. Other activi-
ties for these teams are VBS, medical check-ups, women’s seminar, and hopefully some repairs on one of our
church facilities.

Grace Hospice: Praying for more patients has netted us 15 new patients this month making our census slightly
more than 30, which it hasn’t been for a while. Well, it was over 30 when I started to write this letter. However,
we have had so many patients who were referred much too late and so we only had the opportunity to visit them 1
or 2 times. This is not ideal hospice care. Three of our new patients are 19, 20, and 27 years old. Each one of
them has bone cancer, and has lost a limb due to cancer surgery. They present challenges for symptom manage-
ment and especially for emotional support. But, we are happy to serve them. Talking with/listening to our pa-
tients seems to be very difficult for our staff, but we are still trying to teach these skills by role playing and super-
vised home visits. (Continued on page 2)

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The socks and slippers are still coming for us to use as gifts to hospice patients. What a blessing they have been. Homemade, re-
cycled greeting cards plus a gift made by loving hands of a UMC member in the U.S. make for a good present. We give thanks for
these wonderful gifts from MI, MO, and FL. Our patients often have cold feet, so are eager to put on some warm slippers while
they lie in bed.

Morin Khuur Lessons: Finally, the traditional instrument lessons, the horsehead fiddle or “morin khuur” have started with five
students from two of the mission centers taking private lessons. This opportunity was made possible by gifts from two retired
GBGM staff, and we are grateful for their generosity.

Ground-breaking at Dambadarj: Preparations for the building of 200 square meter facility are being made at Dambadarj, for a
small UMC congregation at the edge of Ulaanbaatar. This building will replace the ger and dilapidated very small building they
are using now. It will allow for better programming and more comfort for those involved.

We are also eager to get the huge ger at Tsaiz which is only a temporary facility replaced by a permanent building in the shape of a
ger. We desperately need to get this accomplished this summer.

Women’s Seminar: Four women from the KUMW and Women’s Division of the UMC led a three day leadership training for 50
women from all of the six congregations of the UMC in Mongolia. This is the second of the seminars, with the first being last
May. The goal is to mobilize the women so that they may be a coordinated group which can lead others to Christ and accomplish
social action types of things through their group strength.

NGO Re-certification Concerns: Another challenge was presented by the Mongolia government. We are trying to get re-
certification of our “non-governmental organization” status which is our official connection with the government Not sure the out-
come of this, but could use your prayers to help us get through this difficult process. The problem is complicated and is not due to
something we have done against the government rules, but nonetheless we are concerned about this situation and the resolution of
it.

Other Activities: The pre-school at one of our mission centers is going well with 10-20 children coming to enjoy activities, games, crafts, and
hearty snacks for three hours during the weekdays. The children are a lively addition to the atmosphere, and come from the neighborhood.

Other things happening in Mongolia:

Celebration of 20 years of continuous presence of Christian missionaries in Mongolia.
Combined UMC Youth (4 congregations) outing to Gachuurt for fun, and fellowship.
Planting of a garden at both mission centers in Ulaanbaatar and at the Bayangol UMC.
Two students studying well in Singapore and Korean seminaries.

Senior Citizens’ Fellowship—Recycling Contest with 4 groups competing.

For the last 3 weeks our Bible study has been studying the book of Joshua. God's promises are fulfilled, God
has expectations, God protects, and the next 2 weeks God is victorious and God reacts to disobedience. These
lessons in the Old Testament are as timely today as they were when they were written. Add this to the New
Testament commandments, love God and love your neighbor as yourself and we have a good reminder of how
we are to live.

It is always surprising just how quickly our life circumstances can change. One minute everything is moving
along, and then all of a sudden plans and priorities are upside-down. But always, God is there. He walks with
us while we walk with him.

Three weeks ago at the Habitat for Humanity meeting we met Allen, the prospective home-owner. He was so
excited and so extremely grateful to all of us for caring so much that we would help fulfill his dream. He had
been waiting 5 years for a house of his own, a place where he could mow his own grass. He was moved to
tears on several occasions as we met together. We had given him hope. All we had done so far, was meet and
agree to build his house. We hadn't poured the foundation, hammered a nail, or put up a wall, and he was al-
ready so grateful to this group of Christians that came to help him. He couldn't keep from smiling and the tears
flowed out of pure joy.

At the meeting last week, we were told that Allen had passed away. We were all stunned and felt such a loss.
Even though we had only met Allen one time, we were very saddened. We couldn't make his dream come
true, but we had given him hope. And that hope was enough for Allen.

Give someone hope. That shouldn't be too hard for Christians. That's what mission projects do. They give hope
to those that need it most. A food pantry stocked with good tasting, nutritious food. School supplies for the
Ist day of school. Clothes and shoes that fit. A safe place to spend the night. Mosquito netting and a clean wa-
ter supply.
